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New Trends on the Studies of Islam in West Africa:

Sufi Orders, Islamic Thought, and Discursive Tradition

This paper presents an overview of new study trends and directions that
have emerged since the 2000s regarding the study of Islam in West Africa.
After outlining the new trends, we discuss three topics: the study of the
Sufi brotherhoods in West Africa, the study of the history and philosophy
of Islam in West Africa that is based on Arabic manuscripts, and the
theoretical study of the Anthropology of Islam as a discursive tradition.
The results of previous research conducted up to and during the 1990s
did not emerge until the early 2000s. As well, since 2005, the main focus of
anthropological studies has been Islamic education and the public perception
of Islam. In contrast, there has been a considerable rise in research related
to the historical development of Islam and Islamic philosophy, particularly
on Arabic manuscripts. We present the integration of these fields through
critically reconstructing the concept of “discursive tradition” through
explicating relevant ethnomethodological options. This occurs within a
larger interdisciplinary context related to anthropology, linguistics, the
history of Islam, and the history of Islamic philosophy.
